Gerard's Sanitary vents are manufactured from High Impact Polystyrene and is resistant to deformation or instability in a wide
variety of conditions.

Durability is accomplished by the design of the vent, the high performing High Impact Polystyrene material, and proprietary
coating. Gerard HV110/LV110 sanitary vent has a 15 year Warranty.

Limitations on the use of the building product:

For use on pitched roofs from 15 - 45 degrees.

Design requirements that would support the appropriate use of the building product:

The design of the Gerard HV110/LV110 Sanitary Vent diverts water around the vent and down the roof surface. It has a built in
protective grille to keep out leaf fall. The vent is produced on a base plate which is shaped to fit a matching Gerard roof tile/panel
profile.

Installation requirements (also provide link to the product installation guide):

Installation must be completed by a trained installer.
